Population from the beginning. The tribal commu-
nities lived in relative seclusion and isolation for
centuries and in varying states of economy. Inspite
of their contacts with the non-tribals, they main-

tained their separate identity. Each tribal commu-

Thefirst type of movements can be termed
as anti-colonial because these movements were
directed against those classes which were the
creation of British colonialism and who collabo-
rated with the tribals. These classes were con-
sidered outsiders by the tribals. According to an
estimate there were more than 70 tribal revolts
over a period of 70 years (1778 to 1948). These
revolts were anti-colonial in varying degrees.
The main anti-colonial tribal movements and
revolts were. The tribal revolts in Chotanagpur
region-Tamar revolt (1789-1832), Kherwar move-
ment of Santhals (1833), Santhal revolt of 1855,
Bokta risings, Sardari Larai or Mukti Larai move-
ment of 1858-95, Birsa Munda's movement
(1895-1901), Devi movement in Gujarat (1922-
23), Tribal movement in Midnapur (1918-1 924),
Jitu Santhal’'s movement in Malda (1 924-32),
Tribals and National Movement in Orissa (1921-

nity maintained its own socio-religious and cul-
tural life and its political and economic
organisations. Until the arrival of the British in the
tribal areas, the main means of production and
Subsistence or of tribals were land and forests.
The fofests were of great significance for the
tribals all over India. They had customary rights
to use the minor forest products. Firewood, flow-
ers, fruits, leaves, honey, housing material, ed-
ible nuts, medical herbs etc. formed the essen-
tialitens of the daily requirements of tribals. They
used forest products for food, constructing houses
and shifting cultivation. They grazed their cattle in

the forests. The forests provided them with secu-

rity. About the significance of the forests for the
tribals Kr. Suresh Singh says : "They (tribal com-
munities) can, therefore, subsist on conditions in
which members of these more civilized race
could not exist. When the crop fails, jungle fruits.
and vegetables of all kinds ) are valuable reserve.
With the help of these they succeed in teething
over the period ofstress which could play havoc.
In addition, the tribals practised weaving,
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basket making, fishing, hunting and food gather-

ing. Their instruments of labour and livelihood

were nof very developed. Bows and arrows were
the main instruments of self-defence and hunting.

The tribal communities had their resp-ective
chief and clan councilers (panchayat) to look af-
ter them and manage their social, religious, eco-

~ nomic and political affairs. Each tribal paid some

amount of land produce to his respective chief.
But it was not a legal right; it was a moral require-
ment. The chiefs were given voluntary contribu-
tion in kind and a few days of free labour every
year by the people.

The Impact of the British Policies on the
Tribals

The British policies disturbed the traditional
tribal systems. The tribal land system was marked
by its corporatorial ownership of land and ab-
sence of the landlords. But the British changed
the land system of the tribals. They created the
hitherto unknown class of zamindars (landlords)
in the tribal areas. Rajputs were bought in the tribal
areas of Chotanagpur to perform military and re-
ligious services. For their roles, they were as-
signed the zamindari rights in the land. The
zamindars were considered outsiders by the
tribals. The tribals were reduced to the position
of tenants. The clan councils of the tribals were
replaced by the councils of rajas consisting of their
followers, traditional land system of the British
was turned into tenancy systems.

The British also introduced contractors
(Thekedars) in the tribal areas. The zamindars
and thekedars introduced the land rentin the tribal
areas. Following the introduction of market
economy, a class of traders also developed in
the tribal areas. The tribal tenants had to pay the
rent in cash. As they did not have cash with them,
they had to borrow from the moneylenders. Hence,
a class of moneylenders also came into being in
the tribal areas. The isolated tribal commu-
nities were connected with the outside world fol-
lowing the introduction of means of communica-

tion and transportation. The self-sufficient tribal
economy was converted into market economy.

The customary system of justice was re-
placed by the new legal system. The new legal
system was not suitable to the tribals. The tribals
could not afford to utilise the new legal system,
as they were not educated and they did nothave
money for the fees of the lawyers. The British
brought a host of petty governmehnt official and
clerks in the tribal areas.

All these classes-zamindars, thekedars,
traders, moneylenders, government officials were
not natives of the tribal areas. Nor did they be-
long to the trial communities. They were brought
into the tribal areas by the British. They could be
Hindus, Muslim, Christians, Sikhs or Europeans.
Hence, they were considered outsiders-dikus-by
the tribals. These classes collaborated with the
British administration in the process of exploita-
tion and oppression of the tribals. The landlords
extracted exorbitant amount of Lent from the
tribals, evicted them from their land and extracted
begar (forcible labour) from the tribals. In case of
defiance, the tribals were physically assualted by
the zamindars. They were deprived of their be-
longings. The moneylenders exploited the tribals
by charging exorbitant amount of interest from
them. Many a time the tribals were forced to sell
out their belongings and children and wives to
meet the requirements of the landlords and mon-
eylenders. The government officials took advan-

' tage oftheirinnocence. They were the ally of land-

lords, moneylenders, contractors and traders on
the exploitation of the tribals.

Forest Policy :
Till the middle of the nineteenth century, the

tribals had customary rights in the forest. Their
right to use the forest products was recognized.
But the forest policy (1884) of the British curtailed
the tribal rights to use the forest produce. More-
over, the development of the communication sys-
tem i.e. telegraphic, roadways and railways and
railway services and the introduction of the com-

=
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mon administrative system ruined the natural
economy of the forests. These developments af-
fected the tribals all over the country. The dikus
were benefited from the British forest policies. The
British policies were detrimetltal to the tribal for-
ests.

- The government sometimes paid compen-
sation to the tribals for the loss caused by the
enroachment of the forests. But the compensa-
tion could not trickle down to them. Itwas usurped
by the clerks, the pleaders and the munshis in
between.

In addition to the devastation caused to the
tribal communities, the faminars in the later half
of the 19th century worsened the conditions of the
tribals. The continuous increase in the prices of
the essential commodities made their conditions
unbearable. The land formed for the tribals, not
only a source of livelihood, but a spiritual source
as well given to them by their ancestors. They
were being alienated from their land due to dis-

tress. The rights of the outsiders-money-lenders -

and landlords-were ecognized ones theirland. The
attact on the tribal system was a threat to their
existence.

Salient Features of the Tribal Move-
ments

The tribals responded to their exploitation
and oppression in the form of revolution and
movements. The die notified their enemies in the

They revolted aginst them
because of their exploitation in the form of
enroachment on their land; eviction from their land,*
annualment of the traditional legal and social
rights and customs, against enhancement of rent,
2 for transfer of land to the tiller, abolition of feu-
dal and semi-feudal form of law ownership. On
the whole, these movements had social and reli-

began on social and religious issues and against
the oppression of outsiders, in course of time, they
merged with the National movement and with the
no-tax campaign. The tribals fought against their

enemies with their enemies with their traditional

weapons i.e. bows, arrows, lathis and axe | Their
movemen often took a violent turn resulting in thfe
murder of oppress and the burning of their
houses. Most of the movements were ruthlessly
suppressed by the government. The tribals had

‘to comply with British police : which were detri-

mental to their interests. The government intro-
duced protective administration in tribal areas.
The government thought that the normal laws could
not be applied in the tribal areas. The government
passed | Scheduled District Act (1874) and
categorised the tribal areas as excluded area the
Govt of India Act of 1935.

The 1857 Rebellion : A pre-history

The 1857 rebellion was preceded by awave
of agrarian uprising in the late eighteenth and first
half of the nineteenth centuries. The trust of these
uprisings was to contest the nature of change:S
that were being brought about by the East India
Company which was leading the colonial cam-
paign in several parts of the country. The
Company's administration tried to re-order an
existing feudal order in the first century of colo-
nial rule in order to ensure the political and eco-
nomig stability of the Empire. The process led to
a severe discontent amongst the traditional land-
holders and the peasantry comprising of cultiva-
tors and tenant farmers; as we as other groups
like pastoralists, tribals and landless labourers
who were intrinsically depended on agriculture
and its allied sectors for their survival.

Broadly speaking, there were at least three
or four distict processes that led to the agrarian
uprisings between 1757 and 1857. The most

S




important one was the land settlement process-

which structered all British policies through out
this period. The conquest of Bengal led to the
permanent settlement, while ryotwari tenures
were regularised in Madras, mahalwari tenures
in the North and malguzari tenures introduced in
several parts of Central India. These land tenures
were also accompanied by basic reforms in the
process of collection of revenue where the fixing
of rents was done by Compapny officials and not
the traditional mirasidars, poligars, zamindars or
talugdars. _ B

The British promulgated rules where the
tands of revenue defaulters could be auctioned

to a new class of land holders especially in the

- permanent settlements areas. This meant that tra-
ditional landholders were converted from people
who could govern and administer their own es-
tates to mere revenue collectors and farmers. This
crea}ted a disgruntled: class.-of displaced
zamindars who provided leadership to many pro-

tests of the period either themselves or through -

their militia. Perhaps the most representative re-
bellion of traditional chiefs and revenue collec-
tors who lost their powers because of colonial
measures was the rebellion ofthe poligars of
.quth Arcot (1803-05). The revolt of the Paiks in
Orissa under Jagabandhu, the commander ofthe
Raja of .I.<t.|urda in 1817, the rising of the Gujars
under Bijai Singh Talukdar (1824)in Kumaun and

Garhwal and the revolt of the Gumsur zamindars’

in Ganjam district of Orissa (1835-37) reflected

the general dispossession amongst the traditional

feudal elite __of the period.

Any physical, chemi-
cal or biological alteration in the quality of air, water
or soil to a degree that is harmful to living organ-
ism, cultu.ral assets and natural resources are
called environmental poliution. The word poliution
is derived from the Latin word 'pollution’ which
‘means 1o 'soil or make unclean ordirty.

It means an undesirable change in the physi-

cal, chemical or biological characteristics of our

environment that harmfully affects various forms
oflife, living conditions and cultural assets or that

deteriorates our raw material resources. Pollu-

tion takes place when the environment can not
_ process and neutralize harmful by products of
human activities. And because there is a lack of
knowledge on the part of human on how to de-
compose these pollutants artificially. Poliution pro-
duces negative impacts on crucial environmen-
tal services such as provision of clean air and
f:lean water without which life on Earth as we know
it would not exist. - :

Causes of Environmental pollution :

" Pollution is caused by pollutants which are
solid, liquid or gaseous. These pollutants enter
the system as by products or as waste inthe pro-
cess of extraction of natural resources, process
of raw materials, manufacture of products, mod-
em agricutture and generation of energy etc. To
reduce our necessities is the biggest concern as

it accumulate pollution. Pollution takes place in

the form of the emission of excess noise, heator
radiation. Pollution occurs when poliutants con-
taminate the natural surroundings. They are pro-
duced by natural eco-systems as wellasbyman's
agriculture and industrial activity. .
Much of the environmental pollution is
caused by human activities. For example, burn-
ing of fossil fuels like coal of petroleum, occurs

 over a small area, the pollutants become concen-

trated in the air, water and soil. Some kinds of
pollutants affect the area inand around which ﬂ?ey
occur.

causing immediate harm or long term damage.
Pollutants are emitted in completely different
ways. All pollutants harm living organisins.

Main causes of environmental pollution
are follows : '

i) Industries : Industries have been polluting
our environmental especially since the beginning

of the industrial revolution notably due to the in-

creasing use of fossil fuels. Though pollution by
industries mainly causes air pollution, soil and
water contamination can also occur. This is par-
ticularly the case for power generating industries
such as plants producing electricity. They may be
a dam, a nuclear reactor or some other type of
plant. Also the transportation of this energy can
be harmful to the environment. We can takes as
an example the transportation of petrol through
pipelines. If there is a leak in the pipelines, soil
will automatically be polluted. At the same time, if
the tanker transporting the petrol from its produc-
tion plantto the place where it will be consumed
leaks or sinks the water will get contaminated.
i) Transportation : Transportation poliution
of the environment has become higher and higher.
Itlevels have only been increasing until now. Simi-
larly to industries pollution caused by transport can
. mainly be attributed to fossil fuels. -

i) Agricultural Activities : Agriculture is
mainly responsible for the contamination of wa-
ter and soil, This is caused by the increased use
of pesticides as well as by the intensive charac-
ter of its production. As agriculture gets more and

more intensive to feed the increasing world popu-
~ lation more environments and eco-systems are
destroyed to make space for the crops.

iv) Trading Activities : Trading activities in-
cluding the produttion and exchange of goods
and services. Concerning goods, pollution can be
caused by packaging or transport mainly.

V) Residences : Residential areas provide
their fair share of pollution as well. First, to be able

to build homes, natural environment has to be
destioyedin one way or another wild life and
plants are driven away and replaced by human
construction.

' “Effects of pollution on Eco system :
The term "pollutant” refers to any substance
thatwhen introduced to an area has a negative
impact on the environment and it's organisms.

Environmental pollution almost exclusively
created by human activities has a negative effect
on the eco-system, destroying crucial layer of it
and causing an even more negative effectonthe
upper laver. Pollution disrupts the natural fgod
chaln as well. Pollutants such as lead and cadium
\ are eated by tiny animals. Later these animals
‘are consumed by fish and shelfish and the food
chain.continues to be disrupted at all higher lev-
els. '
Effects of water poliution on an eco-




system : -
Water pollution can come as a resultof un-
‘natural compounds being added to a water
- source. These can away the balance of an eco-
system resulting in danger to natural wild life of
aguatic environment.

Eco-systems are destroyed by the
rising temparature in the water as coral reefs are
affected by the bleaching effect due to warmer
temparature. The warm water forces indigenous

water species to seek cooler water in other ar-
eas causing an ecological damaging shift of the
affected area. Household and industrial wastes,
especially sewage cause water pollution through
acids, oxides, trace metals and toxic substances
suchras lead and cadium. The presence ofthese
contaminants makes the water inappropriate for

Effects of Air pollution on Eco-system:
Effects of air pollution should notbe evalu-

" ated solely. It has an interaction with both soil and

water. There is a dependency derived from bio-
geochemical cycle among them. For example— if
the air is polluted with sulfur oxide then it tums
into acids such as sulfuric acid and then fall tothe
ground in the form of acid rain. Thus sulfer oxide
in air also affects soil and water.

" Ecological effects of air pollution can include
long term changes in water quality, soil chemistry
and plant species composition as well as bio
accumulation of to toxics in fish, birds and wild
life. Air pollutants can harm ecological resources
including water quality, soils, plants and animals.
Ozone, for example cause damage to plant tis-
sues and reduced growth in some sensitive plant
species. .
The air pollution is affecting ecosystems in
the following way, Nitrogen and Sulferin air pollu-
tion are carried by rain, snow and fog into park
eco systems where they threaten sensitive
aquatic and terrestrial resources. Air poliutions

affects eco-systems in a number of ways, alter-

ing basic eco-systems function such as pn‘_rnau:y
production and bicgeochemical cycling which in
turn affect the eco-systems services.

The fertility slowly diminishes, making land
unsuitable for agricuiture and any local vegela-

life. Industrial and agricultural activities afterre-
lease contaminants into the environment thatcan
disrupt the various species living in an eco-sys-
tems.

Air pollution due to industrial emissions ¢an

be reduced using specific decision control pack-
ages which would involve changing the processes
leading to the production of lesser pollutants. An-
other way is the increase in the height of ch:rp-
neys in the factories for better dispersion and dif
fusion. . .
. Waterpollution is mainly due to sewage and
industrial wastes. Having a proper sewage treat-
ment system of industrial efluents before they are
discharged into a water body are a few of the
stepts that can be taken to reduce this.

- The problem of solid wastes can be re-
duced if the three 'R's reduce, refuse and recycle
are seriously adopted. This will result in produc-
tion of lesser garbage. The excess use of fertiliz-
ers and pesticides can be reduced by educating
farmers about organic fertilizers and biological
pest control or integrated pest management.

Some of these measures like reducing pol-
lution or garbage dumping have to be taken atan
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individual level and can them be extrapolated to
the community. | "
